OBJECTIVES:  To study and develop an understanding of jazz origins, influences, performers, compositions, and stylistic 
features from the turn of the century to the present.  Students are expected to complete required readings and listening 
assignments prior to each lecture.  Students are also expected to keep a continuing notebook.   
 
GRADING:  There will probably be four exams during the semester and a final exam.  All will be based on required listening, 
readings, and lectures.  Each student will also be required to attend a live jazz performance and write a review of that 
performance during the semester.  Subsequent reviews will be accepted as extra credit assignments (see Performance Review 
Guidelines).

PERFORMANCE REVIEW GUIDELINES: Reviews must be written in prose, typewritten or computer generated, and 
double-spaced.  The reviews should be at least two pages in length and must include the following information: 
 
            1.  Date and location of performance 
            2.  Name of group 
            3.  Size of group 
            4.  Instrumentation                        
            5.  Titles of compositions performed 
            6.  Soloists on each composition (name of instrument is sufficient) 
            7.  Your personal impression of the performance 
            8.  Relationship to concepts discussed in class 
    
All Performance Reviews must be approved by the instructor before students embark upon them. The only exceptions to this 
are the following Jazz concerts on campus this semester:
